Dear Friends, 
A few weeks ago, late in the after-
noon, I was driving through the 
mountains of southwestern Penn-
sylvania.  As I came to the crest of 
the mountain, the sky darkened 
and a powerful storm engulfed the 
hillside.  The winds drove blankets 
of rain into the side of my car.  As 
I cautiously made my way down 
the weaving road, barely able to 
see ten feet in front of me, I came 
upon a stray dog running along the 
side of the road.  In that instant, I 
thought about stopping, but I did-
n’ t.  Maybe it was because I was 
traveling too fast.  Maybe it was 
because I didn’ t know what I 
would do with the sopping dog 
once I got him in the car in an area 
unknown to me.   Maybe it was 
because I feared the danger of 
stopping in that storm with mas-
sive trucks barreling down on me 
(it seemed certain that if I stopped, 
my car would be hit.) 
 
As I drove on, feeling horribly 
guilty, I got the sense that I would 
probably see the dog dead on the 
side of the road the next day when 
I drove back over the mountain.  
And sure enough, I did.   In hind-
sight, I justify not stopping as a 

responsible decision of not endan-
gering the others on the road that 
night.  It would have been a fool-
hardy decision.  And who knows, 
a dog late at night, could well have 
been violent.  But I didn’ t take that 
risk. 
 
That’s the blessed difference be-
tween us and God; God always 
takes the risk to save even the least 
one.  That’s the Gospel story.  God 
offered God’s-self all the way to 
the cross for you and me.   God 
went all the way to the cross, not 
because God needed to do it, but 
because we need a God who 
would risk so vulnerably for us.  
That’s the story of the Good Sa-
maritan – the real love of God re-
flected in humankind found in the 
one who would risk picking up a 
desperate stranger.  That’s the 
story of the Prodigal Son – that 
God would even risk being burned 
a second time by a thankless son 
who had once counted him as dead 
and then went off and wasted 
away all that his father had given 
him.  God would even risk wel-
coming him back again with joy. 
 
That’s the type of God we have.  
God gives to us beyond measure 

and risks everything that we might 
live.  I think that’s why I still feel 
guilty about that dog on the side of 
the road.  God doesn’ t count the 
cost and do a risk assessment be-
fore giving to me . . . but too often, 
I do.  Real giving isn’ t about the 
cost.  It is an offer of love and a 
response to the joy of all we have 
received.  The Christian call to be 
good stewards isn’ t about our re-
sponsibility for doing our fair 
share (although it is good to fulfill 
that as well); true Christian stew-
ardship is about offering back in 
thanksgiving, regardless of the risk 
involved. 
 
Giving away more than a token 
piece of what we have or what we 
possess is to make ourselves vul-
nerable and at risk for being taken 
advantage of or leaving ourselves 
without something we may need.  
And yet, to give in such a way is 
even more to leave ourselves open 
to a spirit which only enters in 
when we trust in the God who 
gave to us first.

On Sunday, October 15, Mike Walsh shared the following during the “ Moment of Generosity”  
 
Good Morning, my name is Mike Walsh.  
 
It’ s hard to believe but, Kate and I were talking and it’s been 18 years, almost to the day, that we joined this church. 
How wonderful it has been to raise our family here. 
 
When I was asked if I’d consider saying something this morning, my first thought was they must really be getting  
to the bottom of the list.  With all my family’s recent problems with jobs, money and health, how could I talk about 
giving.  
 
Then I thought of something that happened one Sunday that says something about me and a little of the journey I’ve 
been on. 
 
It could have been 15 or so years ago that I sat in the pew, like you are today, and the collection plate came by.  Most 
weeks I would put my check in a sealed envelope; face down in the plate, so the people down the pew couldn’ t see 
how much I gave.  I always felt like I should be giving more.  But why?  God’s love, compassion and grace are freely 
given.  God doesn’ t attach a monetary obligation, so I couldn’ t understand why I felt like I should be giving more to 
the church.  
 
This particular Sunday, I had missed the previous week, maybe two weeks and I was catching up on our commitment 
to the church, so the check I had was double or triple its usual size.  That week, I had nothing to hide.  The check 
went in the plate, face up, no envelope.  I put it a little to the side so it wouldn’ t get covered right away.   I proudly 
passed it on to the person next to me, holding on extra long so they’d have to look down to get it.  I wanted to be sure 
they saw how much I gave to the church. 
 
As I sat through the rest of the service, with all those people that I considered friends, my conscience got the best of 
me.  Why was I trying to deceive and impress my friends who saw the check pass by?  I was acting like the Pharisee 
who prays loudly in the streets so others will think him pious.  
 
As bad as I felt about that, I now know why I did it and the underlying reason isn’ t so terrible.  I wanted people to 
think I was generous.   
 
In truth I WANT to be a generous person.  I want to be generous with my time, generous with my compliments,  
generous with my forgiveness, generous with my love and friendship.   
 
I want to be generous because God calls me to be generous.  I know, from experience, that every time I push the lim-
its of my generosity, whether it’s with my time, my compliments,  my forgiveness, my love, my friendship or my giv-
ing, I feel like life is better; I feel joy.  
 
I am on a life long journey of discovering the generous person God created me to be.  I am striving to move from 
having people see me as generous, to having God see me as generous, so even in times of struggle I do my best to 
push the limits of my generosity because I know that being more generous is the way to abundant life.

 The summer missionary experience was a very good one for me.  I learned about other cultures, poverty, and philanthropy.  
Because a large portion of the work was at Micah House, Miller Avenue Missions Church, and OPEN M, I became familiar with 
the conditions many of the city’s residents lived in some of the poorest parts of Akron.  This encouraged me that our help was 
definitely needed in these areas. 

 The missionary experience had an impact on my life because I saw firsthand how many people lived much more modestly 
than I do in Hudson.  It reaffirmed my appreciation for all the material things and opportunities I have.  While getting to know 
the kids at OPEN M, I realized that many of them grew up in a single parent household when they asked me if I knew my dad.  It 
was also very fulfilling knowing that I was helping them just a little bit by working at the camp and keeping them off the streets 
and out of trouble. 

 The part I enjoyed most was the four weeks we spent at OPEN M.  Even though everyone in my group was of a different 
racial and economic background than I was, we could still relate very well talking about sports, music, and movies.  Overall, the 
missionary experience was very rewarding because of the combination of satisfaction with our physical labor at Micah House and 
Miller Avenue as well as the human interaction provided at OPEN M and the AIDS Network.

Throughout the summer, being a missionary has allowed me to serve at our own church, Community AIDS Network, our 

adopted church in Akron, and OPEN M.  Each of these distinct experiences has left an impact on me.  Working with children at 
Vacation Bible School and OPEN M, I have become more patient and tolerant.

One member would 
come do yard work, and another would come take care of recycling.  Although the congregation is enthusiastically trying to bet-
ter their church, there is only so much they can do alone.  Being a Summer Missionary has been a great experience that has made 
me aware of others in need right in our own area, and I am honored that I was able to help.

 For me, summer missionary is not just a job, it is an experience that has rewarded me in more ways than one.   I have been a 
missionary the past three summers and it has honestly helped to shape who I am today.

 The highlight of the summer, for me, is OPEN M.  Every year I dread the stress and frustration of being a counselor there, 
and every year I walk away wanting more.  I love OPEN M.  I love the kids; I love the programs; I love everything about it.  My 
feelings toward OPEN M Day Camp have significantly increased this year, mainly because my experience there has strengthened 
my desire to become a teacher.  Although it is not my passion to teach elementary aged kids, I know that I could never be happy 
with a career that didn’ t involve youth. 

 OPEN M allows you to connect with and form bonds with the kids.  The past two years I have developed two very close 
relationships with campers.  Last year it was a girl named Maikia, who I wrote about in my college admissions essay.  This year 
it was a six year old boy named Jordan.  He was the sweetest little boy.  Sure, he was a trouble maker, but he had a good heart.  
Every time he saw me he would give me a hug.  Now, it breaks my heart to think that I most likely will never see him again, but I 
will always remember him and the impact he made on me. 
 Summer missionary isn’ t just a job, it is an opportunity for the youth of this church to help the lives of other people’s sum-
mer.  Of course, we have fun together and become quite close, but that isn’ t why it is important.  Summer missionary gives youth 
the chance to experience life outside the bubble we call Hudson.
